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Market data suggest a continuing improvement
in purchasing power, with the cost of the
expenditure basket decreasing for both urban
and pastoral communities.

The World Food
Program and the Djibouti Red Crescent are
implementing a food-for-work program in the suburbs of Djibouti city.

Though the food security situation in rural livelihood zones is worsening due to poor rains during the last two consecutive
seasons, general food aid distribution by WFP are mitigating the situation. In inland areas the Diraa/Sougoum (March to
May) rains normally mark the end of the dry season for pastoralists.
